Library Renovations Complete�
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After three years of restoration and renova-
tion work, the Monmouth University Library 
is ready to provide full services again begin-
ning the Fall of 2006. The Library has been 
transformed into a modern information cen-
ter. Library staff are completing the enor-
mous task of reshelving the Library’s book 
and periodicals collection, much of which 
was in storage for the past year. Patrons will 
find a welcoming environment in the Library 
for both study and social activities. 
 
Improved lighting and an open space plan 
offer students a library space that inspires 
study and learning with various options for 
individual study, group study, and areas with 
comfortable seating. New furniture, more 
computers, and a café are creating an at-
tractive and inviting destination. The Library 
is fully equipped for wireless network con-
nectivity, so students can use laptops any-
where in the Library. A new seminar room 
and reading room provide great new study 
and meeting spaces. 
 
A new floorplan will guide patrons to locat-

ing books, periodicals, special collections 
and study areas.

Last semester one student came to 
the Reference Desk trying to find 
articles to support his research pa-
per. “My professor said that I need 
three journal articles. Is this a jour-
nal article?” He pointed to a web 
page resulted by a Google search. 
 
“You need to use a database to find 
journal articles,” I said. “What is 
your topic?” 
 
He told me the topic and said, 
“Well, I already wrote the paper. I 
just need three articles to support 
it.” 
 
“What resources did you use to 
write the paper?” I asked. 
 
“Nothing. I just wrote it,” he an-
swered. 
 
I led him to a research database and 
searched on his topic. The search 
result was fruitful with scholarly 
journal and magazine articles. 
 
“You know that you should do the 
search first, read some selected arti-
cles, and write the paper based on 
the research findings,” I said. 
 
“Well, it is too late. The paper is 

due tomorrow and I need to find 
three articles. Any articles will do,” 
he said, printing the article on the 
screen. 
 
Unfortunately, he was not the only 
student writing his research paper 
this way. 
 
If not told, many students continue 
to use Google as their main research 
tool and miss out on more than 100 
online databases the University Li-
brary offers to locate published arti-
cles from scholarly journals, maga-
zines and newspapers. Not only do 
they miss the valuable resources 
they have already paid for, but they 
also miss the opportunity to learn 
the vital tools that are indispensable 
for the success of their academic 
work and career advancement in the 
future. 
 
The library offers library instruction 
sessions to faculty who request in-
formation sessions for their classes 
on their research assignments. Ac-
cording to the assignment, the in-
structional librarian will teach a 
class on the use of Library Catalog 
to find library books including ref-
erence materials, and the appropri-
ate databases, searching journal 

articles related to the topics of the 
assignment. The presentation nor-
mally takes 35 to 45 minutes. After 
the presentation, the librarian will 
leave time for students to search 
their individual topics and help an-
swer questions. 
 
Almost all sessions will be held in 
the Library Instructional Lab. This 
is a good opportunity for students to 
visit our newly renovated library 
and become familiar with the li-
brary facilities. The Library lab has 
21 computers and can accommodate 
up to 30 students. Larger classes 
can be accommodated in other 
classrooms on campus. 
 
The best time to schedule a library 
session is when students are about 
to begin their library research as-
signments. The information session 
is most effective when the professor 
works with the librarian to empha-
size the important points and ask 
questions. Classes should be re-
quested at least 2 weeks in advance. 
To discuss the assignment, or to 
schedule a library instructional ses-
sion for your class, call Ma Lei 
Hsieh at 732-571-4404 or email her 
at mhsieh@monmouth.edu. 
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In the fall, an “MULibrary” link 
will be added to the eCampus Navi-
gation Bar in all the eCampus 
courses. The MULibrary link pro-
vides a gateway page that links to 
existing library webpages according 
to the user’s affiliation, allowing 
faculty and students to access the 
Library’s online catalog, online 

reference materials, and more than 
100 subscription databases with full 
text coverage of 26,000 journal ti-
tles. 
 
If an instructor sets up e-Reserves 
for a class, students will see a link 
for the e-Reserves in the MULi-
brary link in eCampus.  

 
Even though students still need to 
visit the Library when they need 
library books, the “MULibrary” link 
in eCampus, where online course 
content resides, brings the Library 
closer to the users. 
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· Archives: 1,800 images of the renovation project have been collected, 900 feature stories and photos 
pertaining to Monmouth University were filed. 

· Circultion: 10,261 books were checked out by students and faculty, 10,356 electronic hits for reserve 
materials, 242 books and articles were checked out from the reserve desk, 120 laptops were checked 
outs, 56,169 patrons visited the library. 

· Government Documents: Library received 2,730 federal documents including 1,130 paper documents 
and 1,600 microfiche covering various subjects. 

· Reference: services were provided to users for 76 hours per week, 8,128 reference questions were 
answered (29% increase over previous year) 

· Electronic Resource usage: 873,700 searches were conducted by patrons. 
· Instructional sessions: 147 sessions were conducted, attended by 3,157 students. 
· Inter-Library Loans: 3,318 loans were filled, including 1,352 books and 1,581 articles. 
· Collection: 3,745 monographs were acquired, including 2,383 new titles and 1,362 received as dona-

tions. 
· Exhibits: the Library hosted “Una Storia Segreta When Italian Americans were Enemy Aliens” and 

“Peace Without Borders” 

 
The Library offered 147 instructional sessions/workshops to faculty and stu-
dents from the fall 2005 to the summer of 2006, with 3157 participants.  Most 
library sessions were offered to the IT100/102 classes with 31% (46 classes) of 
the total, followed by Communication with 11% (16 classes), and English 10% 
(15 classes). See the table for detailed distribution by discipline.

In 1968, the Monmouth University Library was designated as a United States Government Depository 
by the U.S. Congress. This may sound like a daunting title to live up to, but this simply means that the 
library receives publications issued by government agencies, such as the Department of Justice. The 
library is responsible for giving unrestricted access to that collection.  All of MU Library’s government 
publications are housed in the Lower Level. 
 
Specific government documents can be found in the library’s online catalog  by either performing a title 
search, eg. “Federal response to Hurricane Katrina: Lessons Learned,” or with a keyword search such as 
“identity theft.”  Many documents published after 2001 are online as well and can be accessed elec-
tronically. Search for all online government documents, by using GPO Access, a government website 
offering free access at <http://www.gpoaccess.gov>

installed on the second floor of 
the Guggenheim wing. 
 
The New Jersey Book Collection 
is now housed in Room 222 of the 
Guggenheim Wing.  The New 
Jersey Collection, which does not 
circulate, encompasses approxi-
mately 3000 titles pertaining to 
the Garden State. 
 
The Monmouth Collection will 
now be housed in the Information 
Commons area. The Monmouth 
Collection is a circulating collec-
tion of some 200  titles authored 
by members of the University 
community and/or relevant to the 
history of the school.   
 
Special gift books were also re-
cently received from several 
Monmouth faculty members and 
integrated into the circulating 

library collection. Dr. Saliba 
Sarsar (Assoc. VP for Aca-
demic Program Initiatives) do-
nated a collection of approxi-
mately 800 monographs on 
Middle Eastern studies. The 
family of Dr. Fred McKitrick 
(Chair - History) donated 650 
monographs from the personal 
library of his father, noted 
American Colonial historian 
Eric McKitrick. Stuart Abram-
ham (Economics/Finance) also 
donated 150 books. 
 

 

The Library Archives has been 
moved to a new climate-
controlled location in the re-
cently renovated Guggenheim 
Wing.  Re-processing of the 
collection is underway.  The 
Library Archives will reopen 
next year. 
 
Room 210 of the Guggenheim 
Wing will soon be home to the 
Lewis Mumford Collection of 
print materials, ephemera and 
art.  Use of the Mumford Col-
lection will be restricted to the 
reading area of this room.  Ac-
cess will be by appointment 
only. 
 
The Karasic Collection, a re-
cent acquisition of some 35 
titles pertaining to the culture 
and history of the Jewish com-
munity in America, has been 
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The Monmouth University Library 
will host Through the Eyes of Chil-
dren this Fall. Coordinated by Dr. 
Nancy Mezey, the exhibit will be 
sponsored by the Political Science 
department and the Monmouth 
University Global Understanding 
Project. The exhibit provides a 
unique look at Rwanda and the 
lives of the children affected by the 
1994 genocide, which claimed the 
lives of nearly 1 million people. 
 
Rwanda is located in the center of 
Africa, bordering The Congo, Bu-
rundi, and Tanzania. It has a popu-
lation of approximately 8 million 
people, including 400,000 orphans 
and is one of most overpopulated 
countries in Africa.  
 
The goal of this project is to share 
with the world the perspective of 
the children, to provide an oppor-
tunity to reflect on the tragedy of 
the genocide by observing life 

through the eyes of Rwanda’s chil-
dren. 
 
Children of the Imbabazi Orphan-
age between the ages of 8 and 17 
were given disposable or digital 
cameras to take pictures of them-
selves, explore their community 
and to try to find beauty as their 
country struggles to rebuild. With 
simple instructions in the basics of 
photography and composition, the 
children have created images that 
have won awards in international 
competitions. 
 
The exhibit which will be dis-
played at the Library consists of a 
collection of these photographs 
taken between 2001 and 2005.  
 
In addition to the exhibit, discus-
sion sessions are being planned 
during the exhibition period. The 
exhibit will be open for viewing 
during normal Library hours. For 
additional information contact:
