 The Library Catalog can also be searched by typing in 

the Title, Call Number, or ISBN Number of a book. 

 Results of your search are presented in an alphabetical 

list by title.  

 Use LIMIT THIS SEARCH to sort titles by 

publication location – “Main” to identify books currently 

available for loan or “Juvenile Collection”. 

 LIMIT can also be used to sort by publication date to 

view the most recent first.

 Enter search terms 

 “Limit to” can be used to select full text only or 

scholarly/peer reviewed journals 

 Default results is by date 

 Abstracts of an article are viewed by clicking on title 

 Select PDF or HTML icons to view full text 

 The Find a copy link takes you to the abstract of the 

article and in the right column click on the  

icon to get a list of databases that have the article full 

text. 

 

 

Searching EBSCO Databases 
 EBSCO databases are accessible from the Research 

Database page: Academic Search Premier 

 Enter search terms, and select type of search: 

o Default – looks for word in bibliographic 

information and in article 

o Subject – must be used as subject heading 

(primary subject of an article) 

o Journal Title –search only in one journal  

 You can limit your search to Scholarly (peer reviewed) 

journals and full text only 

 Results are arranged chronologically 

 Abstracts of an article are viewed by clicking on title 

 Select PDF or HTML icons to view full text of article 

  icon takes you to list of other databases that 

have the article full text 
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Journal Locator 
Journal Locator provides a list of research databases that 

offer full text of articles in a specific journal title, as well as 

the library’s print/microfilm holdings. It also provides the 

ability to browse the contents of journals. 

 Select Research Databases from the library home page.  

 Select Journal Locator from the Research Databases 

page. 

 You can also click Journal Locator in the blue bar on 

the left side of any page (except the home page).  

 A Tutorial is available online if you need help with 

using Journal Locator or understanding citations 

 

 At the search screen, type the title of the journal or 

periodical (not the article title) in the search box, then 

click Search. 

 Don't worry about capitalization. 

 Watch out for:  

o Spelling - it must be exact 

o If "and" is in the title, try it with both "and" and 

"&" 

 

  

 Review results for the exact title you need. 

 Clicking on Monmouth University Print Holdings 

will bring you to the Library Catalog so you can find 

the journal in print or microfilm. 

 For an electronic version, click on the link to any 

database that covers the year of your article. 

 If your article is not available at Monmouth University 

in print, microfilm or from the Research Databases, 

you can do an Interlibrary Loan (ILL) from the 

Library’s “Services” web page.

When you find an article citation in a 

database but no full-text, click on . 
(Please note that in some of the databases, 
you must click on Find a Copy or Article 

Linker). 

 Click here to go 

directly to the article 
 

 

 You will see a list of options for 
finding the article. In most cases, 
you can click on the Article link 
next to the date range covering the 
date of your article. 

 You are taken directly to the article.
